8th Grade Confirmation Class - Week 7 
 
NARRATOR: JENNY AND JESSICA ARE TALKING AFTER SCHOOL 
 
JENNY:  I just don’t understand why this is all happening. 
 
JESSICA:  What, Jenny? 
 
JENNY:  Why did I study and still get a bad grade in Science?  Why did I sprain my ankle right when I 

wanted to go out for Volleyball?  Why is my uncle’s family moving to Florida?  Why?  I just don’t 
understand? 

 
JESSICA:  Hmm.  Those are some good questions? 
 
JENNY:  Doesn’t God love me? 
 
JESSICA:  What do you mean? 
 
JENNY:  Well, if God loved me, wouldn’t everything go well?  Wouldn’t my problems be gone? 
 
JESSICA:  Is that what you think about God, Jenny? 
 
JENNY:  I guess!  (Pause)  I don’t know, really.

JENNY:  I see stuff on TV, in magazines.  Where should I look to know more about God? 
 
JESSICA:  Well, for starters, Jenny.  Have you been to church, to worship? 
 
NARRATOR: Sam walks up and hears the girls talking. 
 
JENNY:  Not much.  Once or twice.  You know, Christmas and Easter. 
 
JESSICA:  Well, Jenny, we hear God’s Word in Church and Sunday School.  That explains about God, and 

since God created the world, it helps us understand more about life. 
 
SAM:   Hi guys, in Sunday School last week I learned a verse that said that.  Colossians 3 says, Let the 

word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all 
wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your 
heart to God.  One of the ways God’s word dwells in us richly, one of the ways we grow in 
knowing God is when we teach one another, and sing and praise God in worship.

NARRATOR:  Jenny and Jessica are talking again after school. 
 
JESSICA:  Jenny, did I see you cheating on that test in Science? 
 
JENNY:  Sure, The teacher was out of the room.  She’s not going to know.  I need to get good grades.  Why 

not cheat? 
 
JESSICA:  Jenny, didn’t you hear what our Bible verse said in worship on Sunday? 
 
JENNY:  Which one? 
 
JESSICA:  The one from Matthew.  Let your light so shine before men that they may see your good works 

and glorify your Father who is in heaven. 
 
JENNY:  O.  Good works, huh? 
 
JESSICA:  Jenny, you know cheating is wrong.  But, that Bible verse called us Sunday to live good lives and I 

guess you forgot. 
 
JENNY:  I didn’t really feel good about cheating.  And, I forgot that Bible verse.
